Reading

It is important to hear your child read at least three times each week as this will increase

fluency and understanding. Children should be encouraged to read a range of different texts.

Please ensure that your child has their reading record and books in school everyday as we will be using them in our
class reading sessions.

This year each class will visit the school library every Thursday. Children are able to choose a book to take home
and share but must remember to return it. Please make sure children have their library books with them on
Thursdays.

The Superstar Reading Reward cards are being adapted following feedback last year. We will send the new cards
out as soon as they are available to us. We will send your children home with books this week and these reads can
be added to the reading cards at a later date if you wish to.

Home Learning

Your child will receive home learning weekly. This will include a spellings task and either an English or
Maths task which should take no longer than 20 minutes to complete. These will usually be maths or
reading tasks. Home Learning will be given out on a Friday, to be handed in on the following
Wednesday. Merit points will be awarded weekly for home learning and reading completion.
