History

Later 
in the term we will be learning about re-
spect.

In English, we will be reading ‘The Horned Helmet’ by 
Henry Treece. This is a historical fiction story that it set in 
the Viking period. We will be using this story to link to our 
work in history and we will be writing in a number of differ-
ent genres including letters, arguments and newspaper 
reports. After half term, we will focus our writing on the 
famous ‘The Wind in the Willows’ by Kenneth Grahame. 
We will use this text to focus on the characters and set-
tings within the story.  
 
In maths this term we will be focusing on the formal writ-
ten methods for multiplication and division. The children 
will be learning to use the grid method for multiplication 
and chunking for division. We will also be learning about 
fractions and how to  use our division method to find frac-
tions of amounts. Later in the term we will be applying our 
methods for all four of the operations by solving a variety 
of problems. It is important that the children are practising 
their times tables all the time to support their work in 
maths so lots of regular practise at home will be 
beneficial.
