Foundation Curriculum

Science
During the summer term, we will be studying ‘Amazing Changes’ exploring how materials change state and
which changes are irreversible.

Geography
Our topic this termis ‘Extfreme Earth’. We will be looking at natural disasters and their causes, discussing
where and why these occur and the effects on the lives of the people living there.

Art & DT
